A Conversation with Jan Hoyman, Ceramic Artist

Creating Bowils for Plowshares’
Empty Bowls Event for 10 years

Jan Hoyman is passionate about the beautiful,
functional, handmade ceramic pieces she
creates. She is equally passionate about caring
for the community of Mendocino County
where she has made her home since 1982. In
1984 she opened her studio on North Main St.
in Ukiah. In a world of mass manufactured
goods, her unique handmade pieces are also
functional. This philosophical point of view
celebrates the genuine, creative, and artistic
qualities in Jan’s work.

The 50 bowls that Jan is making for Plowshares’
Empty Bowls’ guests, will be deeper than previous years and made with two pounds of clay. A friend of Jan’s had
requested a larger and deeper bowl than her average soup bowl. The new shape resonated with Jan and she decided
to model the event bowls after this deeper bowl.

What motivates Jan to devote so much time and energy to the bowls for Plowshares’ fundraiser? She simply loves her
community, enjoys living here, and uses her talent to support community organizations, like Plowshares. She also
gets satisfaction from knowing Empty Bowls’ guests will bring a piece of her work home with them to enjoy. Many
people return each year to add another Jan Hoyman bowl to their collection while also supporting Plowshares.

As Jan’s studio has grown, she has added staff members who have a distinctive role in the bow! production. She sells
her collection on her website http://earthenware.com/ as well as in Ukiah, (Graces at 423 N. Main) and in Willits,

Booneville, Asheville, North Carolina and Denver, Colorado.

Jan encourages struggling artists to “stay with it” and eventually their own unique styles will emerge, be appreciated
and find a market.

You can see Jan’s work and possibly take home a Hoyman bowl or one of the other fine bowls made by local ceramic
artists, at the 10" Annual Empty Bowls. The event begins at 5:30 pm at Plowshares on April 16™. Tickets are available
at Plowshares and Mendocino Book Company for $S60 and includes soup, salad, rolls, wine, beer, and dessert. Buy
them early they do sell out!
